John Dalton was an English Chemist whose atomic theory is the basis of Chemistry. Dalton could not distinguish red
from green. In 1784, he was the first to describe colour blindness which came to be known as Daltonism. The word is
still used in French, Spanish and Russian. After his death, the scientists from London and Cambridge examined DNA
from fragments of Dalton’s eyes preserved at his request by the Manchester Literary and Philosophical Society, and
have shown that he lacked the gene for making green pigment in the retina. Dalton who lived from 1766 to 1844
gave instructions for his eyes to be examined after his death. He had believed that the vitreous humour, the clear
substance in the inner chamber of the eyes must in his case be tinted blue so that it absorbed red light. At the
autopsy, no such blue tint was found. But from Dalton’s perception of how he perceived light, scientist have
concluded that he must have lacked the pigment in the retina that is sensitive to red light.

Puppetry is an ancient form of theatre and entertainment practised mostly in rural India. It is, in fact, a combination of
several art forms like sculpture, painting, designing, acting, writing and music. It is an art which enchants children as
well as adults. Alarge variety of raw materials are used to create puppets. The famous puppets of Rajasthan are made
out of wood and are known as kathputli. Leather, papier-mache, and stuffed cloth are also frequently used to make
puppets. Puppets may be classified according to the material they are made from or the methods of manipulating
them, that is, the means used by the puppeteer to make the puppets move, for example, hand puppets, string
puppets, rod puppets and shadow theatre. In Indai, puppets are regarded as divine and held in reverence by the
puppeteer. After they become old and worn out, they are not discarded but kept at home like ageing relatives. The
stories enacted by the puppets are influnced by the epics - Ramayana and Mahabharata, the Panchtantra stories and
slorious tales of past warriors and heroes. The islands of Bali and Sumatra in Indonesia also have a rich tradition of
puppetry. Japan is famous for its puppet theatre called' bunraku’, in which najestic dolls almost 150 cm tall are
animated and skilfully manipulated by several puppeteers.

We can be easily swayed by poltical catchphrases and advertising slongs, that are intentionally crafted to convince
and direct us into making certain choices. The adverting world is rife with "authentic" storytelling, which uses
beautifully shot images, symbolism and language to generate emotional narratives. So, the linguistics of mass
persuasion has become necessarily more sophisticated to handle the challeneg of an increasingly cynical public. It
has to seem authentic - and deliberately manipulative - to work. You might have noticed, for instance, how the
advertising world is rife with "authentic" storytelling, which uses beautifully shot images symbolism, and language to
generate emotional narratives. yes, langauage can subtly be story for us; lead us down the garden path - but then
what ? There's actually an inside little rhetorical trick being used that we're often blind to. Surprisingly, the trick is to
seemingly give up control of the narrative and let these framed' stories' all end on a kick of cliffhanger, which we then
mentally fill into determine the outcome. "Persuasion by hinting" might seem like a fuzay leap of faith but modern
advertising world already trained us to resolve omitted information just the way we're supposed to. Confusing
construction such as " 20% more/ quieter / cleaner/ bigger/ faster !" (than what?). These are all comparatives that
aren't actually being compared to anything at all. They're grammatically unresolved phrases and we're gently led to
expect something there. So fill - in - the blank ourselves, within the frame of new narratives we've been fed, in a way
that seems to be totally under our control, but sin't.
